Dear Parents/Carers,

Welcome back to term 6! I can’t believe that we are almost at the end of the school year!

Our Geography focus this term is What is a river? We will be studying key river features, estuaries and the causes of flooding. As part of this, we will be visiting Dover on Tuesday 13th June to study the River Dour. More details about this trip will follow in a separate letter. Our English work this term will continue to explore writing in a range of genres, including information texts and narrative. We will be using our class reader, ‘The Explorer’, to inspire some of our writing.

Our Science topic continues Living things and their Habitats. Last term, we watched our class caterpillars metamorphise and we will be comparing that life cycle with those of mammals, amphibians and birds. We will then move onto Animals including humans which looks at the changes as human develop between birth and old age. Our PSHE topic is ‘Changing Me’ which looks at maintaining a positive body image and how to cope with the changes that growing up can bring. 
In Computing Science we will be programming and using and the if…then…else command to create quizzes. Our Safer Internet topic will be managing online information. This includes how to evaluate online content and judge what is safe and trustworthy.
Numeracy:  We will be continuing to work on place value, including decimals and negative numbers. We will also be using angles and learning how to use a protractor to accurately measure them. Please continue to support your child to learn their times tables; Times Tables Rockstars is a fun way to do this.
Religious Education: We are looking at the question ‘What does it mean to be a Muslim in Britain today?’. We will be discussing Muslim beliefs, focusing on the five pillars of Islam, to help answer this question.

The key vocabulary for Maths, History, Science and RE this term is included at the end of the letter.

PE: Monday will be swimming at Tides. Please ensure that a costume and towel are brought in for these sessions. PE kit should be worn to school, including a house colour T-shirt. It is also essential that a water bottle is brought into school.

Homework: I will continue to hand out homework on a Wednesday to be in by the following Monday. Spellings and times tables practise also continue to be important; new spellings are given out on a Monday – I have attached this term’s spellings with this letter. Please also continue to encourage your child to read at home for at least 15 minutes daily.
